Before use

Please read the user instructions carefully and 
completely before using the appliance and retain 
for future reference. Remove all packaging and 
labels and dispose them appropriately.

Caution
• Caution: Hot surfaces! 

Electric ironing stations 
combine high temperatures 

 and hot steam that could lead to 
burns.

• This appliance can be used by 
children aged from 8 years and above 
and persons with reduced physical, 
sensory or mental capabilities or lack 
of experience and knowledge if they 
have been given supervision or 
instruction concerning use of the 
appliance in a safe way and under-
stand the hazards involved.

• Children shall not play with the 
appliance.

• Cleaning and user maintenance shall 
not be made by children without 
supervision.

• During operation and cool-down the 
appliance and its mains cord shall be 
kept out of reach of children under 
8 years.

• If the supply cord is damaged, it must 
be replaced by the manufacturer, its 
service agent or similarly qualified 
persons in order to avoid a hazard.

• Always unplug the station/iron before 
filling with water.

• The appliance must be used and 
rested on a flat, stable surface.

• During ironing pauses, place the iron 
upright on its heel rest or on the iron 
rest. Ensure that the heel rest is 
placed on a stable surface.

• The iron must not be left unattended 
while it is connected to the supply 
mains.

• Do not open the boiler during 
ironing.

• During use, the pressurised aper-
tures must not be opened for filling, 
descaling, rinsing or inspection.

• The appliance must not to be used if 
it has dropped, if there are visible 
signs of damage or if it is leaking. 
Regularly check the cords for dam-
ages.

• Never immerse the unit in water or 
other liquids.

• This appliance is designed for house-
hold use only and for processing 
normal household quantities.

• Please clean all parts before first 
use or as required, following the 
instructions in the Care and Cleaning 
section.

• The cords should never come in 
contact with hot objects, the sole-
plate, water and sharp edges.

• Before plugging into a socket, check 
whether your voltage corresponds 
with the voltage printed on the 
bottom of the appliance and that you 
are using an earthed socket.

• When using an extension cord watch 
out that it is in good condition, has a 
plug with an earth connection and 
corresponds with the power rating of 
the appliance (16A).

• The soleplate and the iron rest can 
reach very high temperatures that 
could lead to burns. Do not touch 
them.

• CHOKING HAZARD: the appliance 
might contain small parts. Some of 
those small parts might be required 
to get disassembled during cleaning 
and maintenance operations. Handle 
with care and keep small parts out of 
reach of children.

• Important: Keep all packaging 
(plastic bags, polystyrene foam) 
away from children.
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Description

Intended use

The appliance must be used only for ironing
garments which are suitable for ironing according 
to the care label. Never iron or dampen garments 
while wearing them.

(A) Filling the water tank 

Make sure the appliance is plugged off . You can 
refi ll the water tank at any time during use.
This appliance has been designed to be used with 
tap water. However, if you live in an area with hard 
water, we recommend that you use either distilled 
water or demineralized water to prolong the lifetime 
of the appliance. Do not use condensation water 
from a tumble dryer.

(B) Start into Operation

Before start ironing follow the garment care label 
instructions carefully. Fabrics with this symbol  
are not ironable. 
For best ironing results, after ironing with steam, 
perform the last strokes without steam.

Before First use

When you use the appliance for the fi rst time, press 
the steam button (2) for about 30 seconds and 
hold the iron horizontally to pull the steam through 
to the soleplate. When steam is ready for the fi rst 
time we recommend to iron for a few minutes over a 
rag to avoid manufacturing residues can dirty your 
garments. 
Caution: The soleplate is hot! Do not wipe manually. 

(C) Settings 

iCare 

The iCare mode is automatically chosen when the 
appliance is switched on. The iCare mode indicator 

(10) turns on. It is suggested for garments like wool, 
polyester and cotton/ linen.

eco 

It is suggested for most delicate garments like
synthetics, silk and blended fabrics. This mode
allows less power consumption.
To select eco mode, press the mode button (11). 
The eco mode indicator (9) turns on.  

turbo  + (max. steam) 
It is suggested for garments that need more
powerful steam, like thick cotton/linen and jeans. 
To select the turbo mode press the mode button 
(11) for 2 seconds. The eco mode indicator (9) and 
the iCare mode indicator (10) turn on. 

Vertical refresh (iCare mode only) 
The iron can also be used for steaming hanging 
clothes for a quick refreshment. However, this 
function does not replace ironing. Ensure the iCare 
mode is selected and hold the iron in a vertical 
position, tilted slightly forwards. Press repeatedly 
the steam button (2) while moving the iron from top 
to the bottom. Then place the iron on the iron rest. 
Steam is very hot: never iron or dampen garment 
while wearing them.

Steam shot 

Use the steam shot function to remove stubborn 
creases.
Press the steam button (2) twice quickly. There will 
be a continuous steam emission for a few seconds. 
Press the steam button once again during steam 
emission to stop the function.

Note: The pump is activated each time you press 
the steam button. It produces some subtle rattling 
noise which might change from setting to setting. 
This is normal.

(D) Iron Auto-Off

This function is activated if after 10 minutes there 
has been no steam emission.

 • When the appliance is in the auto-off  mode the 
temperature control LED (1) is fl ashing.

 • To turn the iron on again press the clean 
button (13), the mode button (11) or the steam 
button (2).

 • Before start ironing again wait until the 
temperature control LED is permanently on. 

(E) Descaling 

The system will remind you to descale it regularly 
independent of the type of water used. Descaling 
can be performed at any time needed even when 
not indicated by the system.

If the clean LED (12) and the acoustic signal turn 
on during an ironing session, it is possible to 
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continue iron ing. There is no need to perform the 
cleaning immediately. The cleaning procedure can 
be performed when the ironing session has been 
fi nished or next time the appliance is switched on.

If the appliance is switched off  without having 
performed the cleaning process, the clean LED 
and acoustic signal will turn on again when it is 
next switched on. In case the steam emission 
is deactivated the cleaning procedure must be 
performed in order to proceed steam ironing.

To perform the descaling process follow the steps 
as described hereafter:

The clean LED (12) turns permanently on and you 
hear an acoustic signal indicating to perform the 
descaling. Fill the water tank between half (50 %) 
and maximum. Do not insert any chemicals.

1. Place the iron on the cleaning vessel (15).
2. Press the clean button (13) for 5 seconds. The 

temperature control LED (1) is flashing and you 
hear an acoustic signal. 

3. Wait for about 2 minutes. Caution: hot steam 
is coming out! When the descaling process is 
finished, the clean LED turns off, you hear an 
acoustic signal and the iron is cooling down. 

To clean the soleplate iron over a rag. The soleplate 
might still be hot – do not wipe manually. 
Empty the cleaning vessel and clean the parts 
under running water. 

Caution: The cleaning vessel can be hot and 
contains hot water, take care while moving and 
emptying it.

Caution: Do not leave the appliance unattended 
during the descaling process.

Always perform the descaling process with the 
cleaning vessel. Do not interrupt the process by 
lifting the iron up from the cleaning vessel, as hot 
water and steam will come out of the soleplate.

(F) After Ironing 

Care & Cleaning 

Before cleaning, always make sure that the 
appliance is unplugged and has cooled down 
completely. 

 • To clean the soleplate it is suggested to use a 
damp cloth. 

 • Never use chemicals, vinegar or scouring pads 
(eg. sponges with coarse nylon fabrics etc).

Lock System 

The appliance is equipped with a lock system for 
convenient transportation and easy storage. It 
is possible to lift and carry the appliance on the 
handle of the locked iron.

NOTE: Before transportation make sure the iron is 
properly locked and has cooled down completely. 

 • Place the iron on its heel rest (3) into the iron rest 
(4) on the base unit.

 • To lock the iron turn the locking knob (15) to 
 • To unlock the iron turn the locking knob to . 

The iron will be released.

Storage

Unplug and let the appliance cool down (the 
soleplate is hot) before winding the cords for 
storage.
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Troubleshooting guide

PROBLEM POSSIBLE CAUSE SOLUTION

The iron does not 
produce any steam

When starting your ironing session the 
steam button has not been pressed 
long enough

Press and hold the steam button until 
steam comes out. It may take up to 
30 seconds until steam comes out

There is not enough water in the water 
tank Fill the water tank

If the clean system LED turns on, the 
steam function has been disabled 
until you have performed the cleaning 
process

Perform the cleaning process ( see 
dedicated chapter)

The iron is heating up

When the temperature control LED 
is fl ashing, the iron is heating up; 
during this phase the steam function 
is disabled. Wait until the temperature 
control LED turns permanently on.

During steam 
emission the system 
produces a pumping 
noise associated 
with vibrations

If the water tank is full - this is a normal 
working condition No action required

The water tank is empty
Switch off  the system, unplug and fi ll 
the water tank. Press the steam button 
untill the steam comes out.

Water droplets come 
out of the soleplate

Steam condenses into water in the 
hose when you use steam for the fi rst 
time or have not used it for a long time

This is normal. Hold the iron away 
from the garment and press the steam 
button. Wait until steam instead of 
water comes out of the soleplate

During ironing 
white particles 
and impurities are 
coming out from the 
soleplate

Your tap water is very hard
If your tap water is hard we recommend 
you use either distilled water or 
demineralized water

Impurities of chemicals present in the 
water have deposited in the steam 
vents and/or soleplate

Perform the cleaning process regularly 
even if not required by the system 

Water fl ushes out of 
the soleplate

The cleaning process has been 
activated accidentally. 

Switch off  the appliance and unplug. 
Put the iron on the cleaning vessel, 
switch on and perform the cleaning 
process completely ( see dedicated 
chapter)

The fi rst time the 
appliance is turned 
on, you notice 
smoke / smell

Some parts have been treated with 
sealer / lubricant which evaporates the 
fi rst time the iron heats up

This is normal and will stop after the 
iron has been used a few times. If 
the smoke/smell is still present after 
turning off  and cooling down, contact 
an authorized Braun Customer Service

All Leds are fl ashing System error

Unplug the system, plug in again. If 
the problem is still present unplug 
immediately and contact an authorized 
Braun Customer Service
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
